Robert R. Lee was born in Virginia,
January 19, 1807. He was two years older than
Lincoln. He grew up in a comfortable home and
later was a brilliant student at West Post. He
got his early military experience in the Mexican
War. At the beginning of the Civil War, Lee was
asked to command the Union armies. He turned
down the offer. He did not believe in slavery,
but he could not lead an army against his state
of Virginia. When Virginia seceded, Lee
resigned from the United States Army and took
command of the Confederate armies. To Lee
and other Southerners, ones native state was
still more important than the national
government [20, p. 293].

During the fighting in the West, another
Union army in the East under general
McClellan tried to capture Richmond. This
attempt failed, too. Lee then decided to lead
his army into northern territory. In Maryland,
one of the bloodiest battles of the war was
fought at Antietam. Lee was not defeated, but
his match stopped. He took his army back to
Virginia. The first invasion of the North had
failed [20, p. 299-300].

In May, 1863, Lee defeated the Union
army at Chancellorsville, Virginia. After this
victory, Lee once again led the army into the
North. On July 1, he met the Union army at
the little town of Gettysburg. A bloody battle
was fought. In this battle, 140,000 men took
part. At last, the southern forces weakened and
began a return march to southern soil. The
battle of Gettysburg has been called the
turning point of the war [20, p. 302].

Lee Robert E(dward) 1807—-1870. US
military leader, Confederate commander in the
American Civil War, and military strategist. In
1859 he suppressed John Browns raid on
Harpers Ferry. Lee had freed his own slaves
long before the war began, and he was
opposed to secession, however his devotion
to his native Virginia led him to join the
Confederacy. At the outbreak of war he
became military advisor to Jefferson Davis,
president of the Confederacy, and in 1862
commander of the Army of Northern Virginia.
Lee actually had been offered command of the
Union armies, but he resigned his commission
to return to Virginia. During 186263 he made
several raids into Northern territory but after
his defeat at Gettysburg was compelled to take
the defensive;, he surrendered 1865 at
Appomattox [22, p. 482—-483].

Jackson Stonewall (Thomas Jonathan)
1824-1863. US Confederate general in the
American Civil War. He acquired his nickname
and his reputation at the Battle of Bull Run,
from the firmness with which his brigade
resisted the Northern attack. In 1862 he
organized the Shenandoah Valley campaign
and assisted Robert E. Lee invasion of
Maryland. He helped to defeat general Joseph
E. Hookers Union army at the battle of
Chancellorsville, Virginia, but was fatally
wounded by one of his own soldiers in the
confusion of battle. A West Point graduate,
after serving in the Mexican War 1846—48,
he became professor of military tactics at the
Virginia military institute [22, p. 435].
